There are several wards where patients would benefit significantly from pain distraction
therapy rooms, including the Fourth Floor Medical Ward, the Newland Ward and the
Adolescent Ward.

The WCH Foundation Golf Day will be held at Grange Golf Course and the Ambrose format
event will be hosted by Darren Lehmann, alongside Wayne Phillips as MC.
